Why Must My Loins Be Girded With Truth?

God has given us the weapons or tools to fight the devil.  If we are to be successful in overcoming the devil and his great forces, we must use the tools God has given us.  Paul calls these tools the whole armor of God (Eph 6:13-18).  Each piece of this weaponry is vital to being able to successfully combat the devil. God makes each part available to everyone.  God does not desire anyone to perish eternally.  His will is for all men everywhere to come to repentance and obey His will (2 Pet. 3:9).  

The armor includes: our loins girded with truth, a breastplate of righteousness, our feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace, a shield of faith, a helmet of salvation, a sword of the Spirit which is the Word of God, and a watchfulness which includes prayer, supplication, perseverance and supplication.    

The loin is the hip area or the midsection of the body.  Many parts of our body connect in this area.  Many parts of the armor were secured by being attached to the girdle around the loin area.  The girdle with which we must surround our loins is truth.  There is a truth which must be followed (Rom. 2:2; 1 Thess. 2:13).  Paul states, anyone who teaches anything other than the truth in the Bible is to be accursed (Gal 1:8).  God gives us truth and that truth is what will judge us.  Man has absolutely no right to change any truth presented.  The word truth appears in forty-six of the sixty-six books in the Bible for a total of two hundred twenty-three times. The word truth appears in every New Testament book except Philemon, Jude, and Revelation.  Emphatically yes, God considers truth of the utmost importance.  

The truth of God’s word is something we can know and we must know.  The loin girdle in the Soldier’s armor must fit properly in order for the soldier to have freedom of movement and for the “soldierly attitude” to be exhibited by the soldier. The truth of God’s word defines what is right and what is wrong.  Paul states; Christ was a “minister…for the truth of God” (Rom. 15:8).  He further talks of the grace that God gave him (Rom. 15:15).  It is by the grace of God we have opportunity to know truth which comes from God Himself. We must be girded by the Truth of God, not our own truth, or the truth of some man. Thanks be to God for His truth, the truth which will “make you free” (Jn. 8:32).  Free from sin and free to do the will of God because of the love that motivates us to want to worship and obey Him.  Gird up you loins with the Truth of God.[image: image3][image: image4][image: image5]
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
